NEST BOX REPORT
from Dave Harazny - our local Bird man

It  has been an even better year
for our nest boxes down at
Saltersford Locks with more 
nest boxes being used this year
than last year.

A total of 29 nest boxes were used
out of the 36. Most of them were taken
up by Great Tits followed by Blue Tits.
This year the Birds were a week or so
late going to nest, maybe due to the long cold winter we
had.

Out of all the nest boxes a total of 149 chicks fledged and
the earliest to fledge was a nest of 6 Great Tits on the 19th
May and the last nest was a box of 4 Blue Tits  on the 9th
June. We even had a pair of Great Tits nesting in an open
fronted Robin Nest Box.

All this information, in due course, will be sent to the
British Trust for Ornithology.

One sad note, the Bird Table that is down at Saltersford
Locks was  vandalised again. I do not know what mindless
thugs get out of smashing  up something that is put there
for the wildlife, or what sort of a kick they get from it. They
even threw a piece of wood into the River that was down
there for us to hang bags on when ringing the wild birds.
Also bits of Nylon String were also stolen. I hope these
thugs are proud of themselves.  

Anyway, things like that don't deter me from carrying on
my work. Anyone wishing to know anything about the
boxes, or the work we are doing for our feathered friends,
don't hesitate to contact me:

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OURJUBILEECORNER
JUBILEE CORNERis a small piece ofland,now the site ofthe
Village War Memorial,and is owned by Barnton Parish Council.It is
situated in the hub ofthe village at the junction ofTownfield Lane
and Lydyett Lane.

When asked about Jubilee
Corner, Roy Garton, the Parish
Clerk said "it has a long and varied
history going back many years".

It's name has been derived from
the land being bought by the Parish
Council from Northwich Urban
District Council in the Kings Jubilee
Year (hence Jubilee Corner)  of
1935 for the sum of5 shillings (two half crowns).I'm far too young
to understand about the old currency!!

On two separate occasions in 1928 and 1931 a portion of the land
was sold off to the owner of 1 Townfield Lane which was then a
shop and bakery.

Originally at the turn of the last Century the corner housed a
water tower.

More recently the corner had a single seat for the residents to
enjoy, but unfortunately following neighbours complaints regarding
antisocial behaviour of young people and Police recommendation
the seat was removed in the early 90's.

At this stage in it's history the corner was concreted and had con-
crete posts installed to help maintain the area for pedestrian use. To
help improve the village the Parish Council developed the corner as
part of the Millennium Project into a garden area (thank you Jenny
Hearsey for looking after the plants!) with seating. Later, when the
old  Memorial Hall was demolished the  War Memorial Stone was
resited onto the corner.

Unfortunately we are having another spate of anti social behav-
iour by young people who are congregating on Jubilee Corner. If you
are a parent please urge your children to treat this area with the
respect it deserves.

The corner is plagued with broken glass and left over fast food,as
well as cigarette ends and other debris. The War Memorial Stone is
such an important monument,standing in a busy place within our vil-
lage please help to keep it clean and tidy so that we can enjoy this
space.
