The Parish Council also employs a Parish Clerk
(currently Roy Garton); Chris W atkin (Deputy
Parish Clerk); Jenny Jeffs (W ebmaster and
Tunnel T op publisher) and Jenny Hearsey and
Dave Langston (Park W ardens); Sue Crank
(Clerk to the Burial Joint Committee).

GUNNERSCL OUGH WOODS
THE PARISH COUNCIL has a number of ambitious 
plans in the pipeline and following the purchase of
Gunnersclough Wood last year, has now appointed a con-
tractor to undertake the necessary work and the PARG
committee will be looking to put together a Friends of
Gunnersclough (FOG!) group to look after the woods and
develop the Woodland Management Plan. We are looking
for volunteers to take this project forward and if you feel
able to contribute in any capacity then please do contact
us. We will need people who want to manage the group,
those who can organise events, people who want to help
with practical work such as clearing and tidying, and those
who would just like to be a member and pay a small
subscription. Please send an email to the Clerk if you are
interested.           

A loan has been obtained from the Public Works Loan
Board at a very favourable interest rate, repayable over 25
years, to cover the cost of buying the wood and an amount
has been allocated in the 2011 budget to cover the first
year’s loan repayments and to cover the cost of all the
work required, although we hope that the Friends group will
be able to apply for all the grants that are available from
various sources. For those of you who are not aware of the
situation, the Parish Council would have bought Bestway
Wood (The Chutes) too but, as we had not been able to
budget for the purchase the previous year, we had to set a
limit on what we could reasonably afford, and the auction
price unfortunately exceeded our limit.

ALLOTMENTS
ANOTHER BIG PROJECT that we are undertaking this
year is the potential purchase of a large plot of land adja-
cent to Barnton Cricket Club in order to provide allotments
for the village. A Parish Council has a statutory duty to pro-
vide allotments if asked by its residents and we have an
ever-growing waiting list of villagers. 

This project came about following the realisation that the
Cemetery would eventually need more space to expand,
and in order to achieve this, we would need to relocate the
allotments. The ground around the Cemetery, currently
used as allotments could then be consecrated to be used
for burial. Those villagers who currently have allotments in
Hayes Drive will be offered one of the new plots and the
remainder will be reclaimed by the Parish Council as, and
when, they become vacant. There is currently quite a long
waiting list for allotments in Barnton and all those on the list
will be allocated one of the new plots. Half-sized plots will
also be on offer and perhaps a Community allotment if
there is demand.  

We have now obtained Planning Permission at both
sites and are preparing to go ahead with the venture in
conjunction with the Cricket Club which is looking to use
some of the land for a junior pitch. A further loan will be
applied for to buy the land and do all the landscaping work
and again money has been allocated in the budget to
repay the loan and to
cover all the expected
costs. However, we
will be looking to gen-
erate a good income
from the land to offset
the cost.The plans for
the new allotment
development are now
on the village website.

ANGELA ROBINSON (CHAIR )
I was brought up in Winnington and have
lived in Barnton for 29 years since I
married Kevin in 1982. Mum to a teenage
son, Adam. My parent's families are both
originally from Barnton, Mum was a
Billington and my Dad's mother was a
Burgess before she married Bill Dean.
Kevin's Mum's family were Arnolds from
Nursery Road and two of her three uncles (brothers) who died
in the Great War of 1914-1918 are named on the memorial in
Barnton Church. 

I have worked for Barclays Wealth Estates & Trusts Office
at Gadbrook Park for many years and prior to that, at
Radbroke Hall, Knutsford. 

I am currently taking a very well earned break from helping
to run the village Youth Club after 7 years. 

I joined Barnton Parish Council 10 years ago and I am now
the longest serving member of Barnton Parish Council.

Starting
working life in the catering and
hospitality industry, retraining then teaching as a primary
school specialist in science, then working as the administrator
in a local family business until being made redundant last
year, I have a broad based life experience. I have always had a
strong interest in politics and public service. I replied to an
advertisement in Tunnel Top advertising Parish Council
Vacancies in 2005 and have been active ever since.

My main areas of interest in Barnton are traffic problems
and planning. I currently chair the Planning and Finance &
General Purposes Committees. Along with parish council
duties, I was a founder member of the Barnton Parish Plan
Group. 

I have been instrumental in the Council's purchase of
Gunner's Clough Woods and negotiations for the purchase of
land for the new allotments/ Cricket Club junior pitch project.I
am a strong supporter of the principles of Localism, and would
exhort other villagers to come and join our merry band. The
one thing that saddens me about Barnton, is the seeming lack
of interest from residents in the running of their vibrant
village.

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HOW IT WORKS
BARNTON PARISH COUNCIL currently operates a
committee system and there are two main committees;
first, the Finance & General Purposes (F&GP) committee
which is chaired by the Deputy Chairman of the Parish
Council, Councillor Helen Kirsopp. The second is the Parks
& Recreation Grounds (PARG), chaired by Councillor Keith
Reading. 

There are three smaller committees: Planning, which
generally only has to meet if there are any unusual or
contentious planning applications, otherwise it's all done by
email. Grants, which is part of the F&GP committee and
meets twice a year and finally, there is the Burial Joint
Committee (BJC). This is a longstanding agreement
between Barnton and Anderton with Marbury Parish
Councils that comes to an end in April this year. The BJC
will become a sub-committee of the PARG committee
which will probably need to be renamed. (Suggestions on a
postcard please). The running of the cemetery will however
remain in the very capable hands of the Clerk of the BJC,
Sue Crank. 

Full Council meetings, chaired by me, are held every two
months to give all Councillors the opportunity to discuss
and approve if necessary, any decisions made by the
committees and bring themselves up to date with activities
of the committees they do not sit on. The idea being that
with a full complement of councillors (15) each of us would
only need to sit on one main committee and one minor one.
Unfortunately there are only 10 of us on the Council which
means that quite a few of us are on all the committees.
More Councillors are needed to make sure that we are
making the correct decisions to reflect the wishes of the
village - there are no thanks, no pay, no allowances and no
expenses. You will be expected to attend at least one
meeting per month if not more; you will be frequently
misquoted in the press and you will be expected to have all
of the answers to all of the problems,but you might just be
able to make a difference. 

GRANTS AWARDED
THE GRANTS COMMITTEE has recommended that the
Council make some quite substantial grants in the next
year to support and develop village causes. Applications
have been received from the Parish Plan Group, the Youth
Club, the Memorial Hall, Barnton Wanderers Youth Football
Club, the Cricket Club and Barnton Silver Band.

EVERYTHING ELSE
WE STILL HAVE TO continue with our other commitments
and these include management and maintenance of the
Cemetery, both Recreation Grounds and Jubilee Corner
and we continue to contribute towards the cost of our
PCSO Diana Wiggins.

THE BOTTOM LINE
OF COURSE THE BOTTOM LINE is that next year Barnton
Parish Council is going to spend more. As well as the
increased staff costs, we have to make sure that we have
enough cash in the pot to pay for all our commitments, just
in case we don't get the grants for the Woods or the income
from the allotments.

Barnton Parish Council has always budgeted very well
and has required a precept of well below the national
average of £100,000. However, the unexpected purchase
of Gunnersclough woods last year and the purchase of the
allotment land, has resulted in some unprecedented
expenditure for the Council and we have budgeted that we
will be asking Cheshire West & Chester Council to increase
the precept (that's the amount for the whole village) from
£77,000 this year to nearer the national average of
£100,000 for next year, which will mean an increase of
approximately £1 a month for a band D house. Of course if
everything goes according to plan then we will have a
surplus at the end of the year and will be able to reduce the
amount we ask residents to pay the following year. 

I do appreciate that this may not be the best time for the
Parish Council to be asking you to pay more for the
services you receive. We could, of course have reduced
the amount of Grants made to village good causes this year
or not made any Grants at all, which would cover the extra
expenditure but I hope that you will appreciate the reasons
for the decisions we have made and that you will support
your Parish Council in what promises to be a very exciting
year, and hopefully, the start of period of growth and
development for the village.

I am sure that some of you may have strong opinions
about what I have said and I would welcome the
opportunity to discuss your thoughts and ideas about how it
could be done better. Please feel free to come along to the
next Parish Council meeting and volunteer your services as
a Parish Councillor!

Back in Time - to the
Victorian Era!

In November, Year 1/2 and Year 2
went on a school visit to a
Victorian village: Blists Hill, as part
of their topic work. In school, Year
1/2 had been studying 'Houses
and Homes' and Year 2 were
looking at 'Theatre' and what life
was like for people in the past,
focussing on the Victorian Period. 

The children had the opportu-
nity to look around the wonderful
Victorian village, spending time in the carpenter's workshop, the
school house, the draper’s, the greengrocers and the chemist.
The children all had a go at candle dipping, which was a great
and new experience for everyone and they were able to take their
candles home as souvenirs of their day out.

At Blists Hill there are three cot-
tages, depicting what life was like
for the different social classes. All
the children experienced the pro-
fessional's house, the skilled work-
er's cottage and the unskilled
worker's cottage. They were fasci-
nated by the differences between
the houses and the stories that the
actors and actresses told them.
They have since written about this
experience in school. 

The 'Friends of the School
Association' kindly donated £1 to
each child and, on arrival, they

were able to change their £1 into Victorian coins in the Victorian
bank, before choosing which shop to spend their money in. The
traditional sweet shop was a popular choice! 

The visit was enjoyed by all and was a wonderful learning
opportunity for our pupils. Thanks to the FSA and parents for
supporting the trip.

This term the children in Year 2 are looking at materials in their
science topic and finding out how some foods change when they
are heated.

Report from Dave Harazny - our local Bird Man
It has been yet another severe winter for our feathered friends. Hope all you bird
lovers out there are keeping the feeders in your gardens well topped up with
seeds and nuts, even through January and February.

The local BTO Bird Ringer and I have had two very good
ringing sessions down at Saltersford Locks. During October
and November ringing reached a total of 243 birds, this includ-
ed Great and Blue tits, Chaffinches, Nuthatches, Great Spotted
Woodpeckers, Robins and also the smallest bird that migrates
to Britain from Scandinavia . . . the Goldcrest.

There was no ringing in December due to the bad weather.
We recommenced in mid-January, again ringing lots of Tits, Bullfinches, Reed
Buntings and two Bramblings out of twelve that were coming to the feeders.
These birds are Chaffinch size and are orange and black in colour. There has
been a big influx of these birds migrating to this country over winter.

I hope you have all been entertained, as I have, in your gardens in the run-up
to Christmas. I had no less than thirty Blackbirds at any one time feeding. I also
had Redwings again, winter-visiting from Scandinavia, stripping every bush in
my garden of their berries.

I also hope that some of you managed to see the influx of Waxwings that have
come over from Russia for winter. There were no less than one hundred plus of
these Starling sized birds feasting on Apples in a tree next to the railway bridge
at the top of Northwich. In December they were even in trees right outside the
main doors of Tesco, only six feet away from shoppers. For me this was a first
time event and one I will never forget.

In closing I would just like to say a big thank you to Martin, and my partner
Jacque, for helping me to erect a Tawny Owl box and a second feed station down
at Saltersford Locks. I'd also like to say a big thank you to Karen and Gary, of
Pets Pantry Pet Shop at Warrington, for donating seed for the feeders again
down at Saltersford Locks.

SOME INTERESTING FACTS
ABOUT BARNTON

Did you know?
At the time of the Norman Conquest, Barnton was held by Mandret, Earl of
Chester. 
In Edward 1sts time the Dutton Family had possession of the entire manorial
rights of Barnton.
In 1704 Isaac Bennett bequeathed the sum of £10 to the poor of Barnton.
In 1844 The Church of Our Saviour was erected and cost £1,400.
In 1851 Barnton had 232 houses and 1117 inhabitants, these were 550 males
and 567 females. 

From around the time of 1860, Barnton had: 9 Farmers; 5 Shoemakers; 
9 Shopkeepers including 2 Drapers; 2 Tailors- Thomas Hazelhurst and
Abraham Molyneux; 2 Butchers - Joseph Bowyear and John Cawley; 3 'Beer
Houses'; 1 Blacksmith - Samuel Hayes; 1 Police Constable - Henry Charleton.
At the time a man called William Sharps was the victualer of the 'Red Lion'
pub. 

In terms of Barnton's Waterside History: Joseph Henshall was the lock-keeper
at Bridge House, and James Worth was the lock-keeper at 'Lock House'
There were 7 ship builders in Northwich in 1860 who no doubt built or repaired
some of the craft which would have used our River and Canal network.
These were: Richard Brown- Castle; John Cawley-Witton Street; Cornelius
Gibson-Leftwich; William Gibson-Witton Dockyard; James Gibson; William
Sharpe-Leftwich; John Thompson and Son-Castle.

Carriers by Water in 1860: The Anderton Company- carriers to Liverpool and
the Staffs Potteries on a daily basis. The Agent was James Tomlinson.
Bridgewater Trustees - it says 'to all parts daily'! The Manager was William
Smith.

Most people don't eat enough
to nourish themselves, thinking they can lose weight, or eat too much of the wrong
foods. To help strengthen your system you need a balanced diet, rich in fruit and
veg, which will help maintain a healthy weight, improve your skin, and help fight
minor infections. The best way of checking your eating patterns is to get cracking
and write a food diary, get a cheap notebook or pad and write down HONESTLY
what you eat every day. Do this for about a week and you will soon see where you
could make some healthier choices.

Think about making a home made elderberry cordial later this year- elder-
berries have been proven to be really helpful in fighting cold and flu bugs, cheap-
er to make than buying costly over the counter cold and flu remedies.

In the meantime you
can't beat honey, lemon and hot water, very soothing and full of Vitamin C.
