Shaun Hampton currently runs a drop-in at Barnton Library. He
works with all young people 16-19 years of age that are NEET
(Not in Education, Employment or Training). He is based across
Cheshire West and Chester for Connexions Cheshire and
Warrington. Shaun says that out of a number of local drop-ins that
he has set up of late (taking Connexions into various areas in
Chester, Northwich and Winsford ) that the Barnton one has thus
far been the most successful.

The drop-ins are held every Monday, from 2-4pm. Help is
available for training opportunities, accessing E2E @ Skills
Academy, Numeracy and Literacy at college, Energiser
Programme at Furniture Finders, and Prince’s Trust Fire Team
and much more.

Shaun chose Barnton to work in as the other comparable areas
statistically, were nearer the town centre and thus nearer to the
Connexions Centre in town. Also, Barnton benefits from the
infrequent but useful, number 46 bus, which open up all sorts of
possibilities for local young people educationally and in
employment and training, in the Warrington area, which currently
tends to have more opportunities for young people than Northwich
or Winsford.

The team also now work with ALL adults, at Connexions. This
used to just be a service for adults below Level 2 qualifications,
but now due to contractual changes we can work with all adults. |
am not an adult worker but we can meet adults at the library too,
and either draft in an adult worker, staff permitting, or at least from
the library set up meetings with specialist adult Connexions staff
for future work out of the Connexions centre (next to Northwich
library).
