the teams have all been busy
doing!

WATERSIDEASSETSTEAM

We are still awaiting a response from the
Parish Council regarding the provision of
litter binsin the waterside area. They have
had positive feedback from British
Waterways regarding their application.

We al so conducted an informal survey for
three months over the summer period of
waterside users - thisincluded people of all
ages and abilities, and all areas of activities
e.g. boaters, walkers, local people, and those
who were making aspecial visitto our area.

Survey resultsareasfollows:

n Litter - people were saddened by the
variety and volume of litter along theriver
and canal areas.

n Anti-social behaviour - some peoplewere
frightened to walk during late summer
evenings because of gangs of youths.

n Everyone thought the areawas beautiful,
valued it as a 'special’ place to be and
wanted it to 'stay the same asitisnow'.

n Many senior residents had happy
memories of playing out on the river and
canal, and were happy to see their old
‘'stomping grounds still there!

n lllegally parked carswerealarge problem
over the summer, and people can be
reassured that this has been brought to the
attention of thelocal Police Team who will

put a stop to these £
obstructions. 74

and dog poop was
gtill a big issue for
some people.

n British Waterways have responded very
positively to the Parish Plan, and stress that
they like to feel part of the local
community. They re-iterated their concern
about anti-socia behaviour and ask that all
waterside user and residents report all
incidents directly tothe police.

n A 'Waterways Watch' scheme is shared
between the PCSO'sand local businesses.

COMMUNITY CLEARUPTEAM
Barnton'svery first 'grot-spot’ was specified,
not the best title to win! However, this
resulted in an organised litter-pick in liaison
with the Waterside Assets Team and an
unsightly area of bank on the side of cana
was cleared. Litter included mainly alcohol
cans, alcohol bottles, plastic bottles, and
evidence of drug use equipment. Happily,
since the litter pick event, this area has
remained relatively clear - persistence pays
off!

Also, thanks to one of our intrepid
volunteers, Lynne Paalman, who reported a
local public footpath used asashort cut to the
canal as being unuseable or passable. This
resulted in the footpath being cut back,
cleared and opened up for use a week or so
after the report - brilliant! Plus, they also
instigated the cutting of the large piece of
land/grassed area between the Post Office
and the bus stop on Runcorn Road and they
are also busy campaigning for the derelict
British Legion site to be cleared up and made

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CLIMATE CHANGE CHAMPION

After speaking with several Barnton residents, the general
feeling of people appearsto bethat they don't believe they can
make adifference when it comesto combating climate change.
However, over 40 per cent of carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions
in the UK come directly from what individuals do, such as
using electricity in the home and driving cars. That meanswe
can al make adifference. If every home can install 270mm
loft insulation, it would save 3.8 million tonnes of CO2 - the
same as the annual emissions of around 650,000 homes.

The UK has challenging targets for reducing emissions by
2050, and it will only meet those targets if everybody,
including individuals, government and businesses, takes
action together.

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A few words from our
PCSO - Diana Wiggins

HOW QUICK HASTHE SUMMER come and gone?
Already we are thinking about the festive season and the
issues that may arise. | would like to make residents of
Barnton aware that over the festive period there will be extra
patrols in the area. Anyone causing any form of anti-social
behaviour will be dealt with accordingly.

On a lighter note, after speaking to local residents of
Barnton on my travels, they have given me positive feedback
with regards to police action taken to deal with the previous-
ly anti-social areas of Alamein Road, Nursery Road, Lydyett
Lane and Oakwood Lane. Residents have stated that they are
pleased with the way the areas have improved over the last
couple of months, noticing a real difference to their commu-
nity. Previously, a concerned resident made commentsin rela
tion to motor bikes and scooters that had been causing alot of
noise and anti-social behaviour in the area, stating that it has
now ceased.

Other concerns were received about local youths who were
causing anti-social behaviour, drinking and leaving litter
behind. All areas mentioned were patrolled on aregular basis
and things have improved in these areas making it better for
residentsto livein.

Constable Ogden and | have patrolled the streets of Barnton
through the summer months, both on foot and in marked
police vehicles, with other colleagues patrolling in unmarked
vehicles. Whilst on mobile patrol, we caught two youths com-
ing up a one-way street in Barnton the wrong way. Both
youths were issued with fixed penalty notices for their breach
of the rules of the road.

This approach has enabled us to catch the people involved
in this type of behaviour, which we deem unacceptable, and
have been dealt with positively by ourselves and the courts.

We hope that residents feel reassured by our actions taken,
and we are now holding regular police surgeries at Barnton
Primary School. We encourage residents to come to these sur-
geriesto raise any issue they have, which will be kept in the
strictest of confidence. The next police surgeries will be held
on:

Thursday 19th November - 1.30pm-3pm

Thursday 10th December - 1.30pm-3pm

Further Police Surgeries will be advertised after the
Christmas period.

We also anticipate holding a Community Action Meeting in
the New Year, alowing residents to discuss any issue which
they feel are important in their community with partnership
agencies being present, including local council representa
tives. This will also be advertised in your loca paper and
shops nearer the time.

They
did not give her a price. The lady agreed to the work and once the job was finished the trader asked

for £320 saying 62 bags had been laid at £3.50 per bag. Although shocked at the price the lady felt

pressured to pay and wrote a cheque for the full amount.

Both men were smartly turned out wearing green uniforms with Garden Services printed on the
back. The younger of the two is thought to have a very short hair cut and ruddy like complexion, both
men had local accents. They were driving a white low loader type vehicle with no visible markings.

A further similar but unrelated incident has been reported to Trading Standards. Three men
claiming to be from the Council have been cold calling selling compost at £2.99 per bag. They were
wearing green jumpers printed with the name Blakes and were driving a very dark blue transit van.

Please take great care with people offering to sell you goods at your door. You may struggle to find
them again if there are problems with the goods they sell or the work they do and you can end up

paying more than you thought you had agreed to.

Trading Standards are also warning residents to be on their guard following the report of a cold
calling incident. Amale and female claiming to be from the Council called at the home of an elderly
lady to fit an intercom system at a cost of £49. Although both the male and female callers provided a
form of identification it has been confirmed that they were not representing the Council.

Please be on your guard against this type of crime. Use your door chain and ask to see
photographic identification. You can check the callers validity by phoning the council on
0300 123 8 123. No genuine caller will mind waiting while you do this and if you are in any doubt
do notletthe caller in. Please exercise extreme caution before inviting anyone into your home to

discuss security or to buy products.
